Silk road
The Silk Road was the most important trade route linking China, Central Asia, Persia and Western Asia and Europe. The 19th century German scholar named the network of trails the Silk Road for the 1)precious Chinese cloth that was originally the most valuable and 2) abundant commodity transported on it. Although historians traditionally date the origin of the Silk Road to the 2nd century B.C., a trickle of goods – principally jades, bronzes and silks – was conveyed across Central Asia as early as about 1,000 B.C. Commerce kept on the silk road until ocean-borne trade surpassed and 3)superseded trade on the land route in the late 15th and early 16th centuries A.D. 
The Silk Road consisted of several principal routes. The different routes developed in response to environmental obstacles and changing political circumstances. 

Journey on the Silk Road entailed numerous hardships and 4) obstacles. Some of the route’s difficulties arose from the 5) inhospitable climate and territory it passed through. Passing through the desert was extremely 6) hazardous, as travelers had to overcome heat, thirst and sudden sandstorms. Accidental spillage or theft of water was a potential disaster. At the 7) high elevations of mountain passes, travelers encountered extremely low temperatures. Icy conditions, avalanches, frostbite, and altitude sickness threatened life and limb. To help 8) cope with such obstacles, desert caravans 9) relied on camels to serve as pack animals. Camels could carry more weight and required less water than any other available beast. Yet, raising and maintaining camels required expertise and was time-consuming and expensive. Winter snows and summer floods frequently 10) obscured the trails, making them difficult to find or, at times, impassable. Looters roamed the desert and steppes, preying on caravans loaded with silk and other valuables. 

Bandit raids, bribes and customs duties added to the cost and danger of travelling on the Silk Road. Various kingdoms and town along the route demanded payments in return for 11) permitting caravans to pass through their territories.    
Considering the expense and insecurity of Silk Road trade its continuance for 1,500 years requires explanation. The elites of western Asia and Europe were willing to pay substantial sums for Chinese products, such as silk and porcelain that no other people knew how to produce. Merchants recognized the potential 12) profits to be made on these goods. With that incentive they gambled on their ability to overcome the numerous obstacles of the route and deliver their cargo intact.
The discovery of a sea route from Europe to Asia in the late 15th century around South Africa’s Cape of Good Hope dealt a damaging blow to the Silk Road trade. Ocean-going vessels could convey the bulkier essential goods and raw materials that caravans on the Silk Road could not. Sea trade also entailed less cost and experienced less 13) harassment and plunder than did land-based trade. 
As long-distance overland trade 14) ceased and 15) poor agricultural techniques increasingly changed fertile lands to deserts, Central Asian towns and oases declined significantly. During the 18th and 19th centuries most of Central Asia fell.

Although the Silk Road no longer exists as a trade route, sites along its course remain important tourist destinations. These sites include the ancient trading metropolises of Samarqand, Bukhara, and Khiva, with their artistic and architectural treasures.

Vaccination for Smallpox

Vaccines protect people from diseases caused by viruses and germs by using the body’s own defense system. They work by giving a dose 1) too small to do any 2) harm, but big enough 3) to spur the body into making special proteins called antibodies which attack the germs. The idea stems from a way of fighting smallpox long known in Turkey and brought to England in the early 18th century. 

Smallpox was 4) widespread in the 18th century and occasional 5) outbreaks of special intensity resulted in a very high death rate. POISONING

A poisonous substance introduced into the body through the mouth or nose causes symptoms such as nausea, cramps, and vomiting. Poisons include toxic medications, herbicides, insecticides, rodenticides, household disinfectants, and noxious gases. 

In a case of poisoning, the first-aid provider should remove the victim from a toxic environment.  The provider should try to identify the poison, either by questioning the victim or searching for suspicious containers. Containers of many poisonous substances list the antidote, or remedy, on the label. Burns or stains on the skin or a characteristic odor on the breath may also help to recognize the poison. 

Never give a poisoning victim anything to eat or drink. Vomiting should not be induced unless the poison control center recommends it. If the victim vomits, turn the individual on the side and clear the airway. If the person who ingested the poison is unconscious, the airway, breathing, and circulation should be checked and CPR started if necessary.

COLD INJURIES

Exposure to cold can lead to hypothermia, a condition in which the body’s internal temperature drops below normal.   Rewarm a hypothermic individual by whatever means available, including body warmth. If the victim is alert, warm, sweet fluids may be given. If the victim is breathing at a rate less than six breaths per minute, mouth-to-mouth or mask-to-mouth resuscitation can be started. CPR should not be performed because a hypothermic person may have a heartbeat even when the pulse is undetectable and any CPR may cause cardiac arrest.

Frostbite is a condition in which the skin freezes, initially causing pain and redness in the affected area, which may develop into numbness and whiteness. The first-aid provider should rewarm frozen areas (usually extremities) of the victim’s body slowly by using skin to skin contact, immersing frozen part in warm, not hot, water, or using warm compresses. Avoid massaging the affected area, which may cause tissue damage. The first-aid provider should not thaw frozen areas that may refreeze before the victim reaches a medical facility.

FAINTING AND SEIZURES
Fainting or a sudden, temporary loss of consciousness, occur when the brain does not  recieve enough blood. Just before fainting, a person’s skin may appear pale and clammy or sweaty. Take for example the fact that most parents encourage their children to find a sport, particularly a team sport, that is enjoyable to play. Parents value the time their children spend on a team because the child not only exerts the body and builds a healthy physique, but also learns to cooperate, build social circles, and to learn from others. On all levels of American society, be it on an actual team, in family life, the neighborhood, at work, in school, in business, and in government, teamwork is probably ranked highest on everybody's value list.

В Almost every American has, at one time or another, participated in some type of team sport. Although many people eventually do leave the team, they most likely continue to root for a particular team, usually regional, when various sports seasons begin. For example, a university graduate maybe an avid supporter of their former university's football or baseball team. In some regions of the USA, particularly in the southern states, sports is somewhat like a religion. In other words, fans invest more than just money and time; they invest their emotions.

С You may be able to grasp the level of importance of American sport through simply realizing that many universities give full scholarships for star sports players. If a person, excels at a sport, is chosen for the university team (usually football), makes no worse than a С grade point average in all courses, then that person can get a quality university education just through sporting ability. Don't forget, too, that if a university team as a whole is excel​lent, then that means money - the university earns a healthy revenue by selling tickets. Additionally, if a particular university team is good when it comes to the national play-offs, that university gets an enormous amount of publicity, or advertisement, if you like.

D Although baseball is essentially an American sport, it is not quite as popular as football. Times have changed and football displaced baseball as the most popular national sport. Basketball is also a very popular sport, for high school, university leagues, and for the National Basketball Association. It seems as if the sports that developed on the continental United States are the most popular ones, as soccer has yet to really catch on. Basketball originated from an old Native American game of throwing a small handball through a tiny hole. Most people attribute the “invention’’ of the modern version of basketball to James Naismith, a YMCA instructor who devised 13 basketball maxims (all of which are included in all rule books) in 1891. Baseball originated out of a sport the Dutch immigrants brought with them, rounders; another sport that helped to shape American basketball was cricket. Nobody is really sure about the true origins of American football, but many believe that it is rooted in Rugby. In 1860, Harvard University placed a ban on students participating in Rugby because many regarded it as a blood sport. This is ban on Rugby may be the inspirational spark that facilitated the development of football through​out the 19th century.

E So sports, as you can see, is a major component of American life. Sometimes this obsession with sport turns it into a fanatical religion. Other times, it serves as a medium to teach cooperation, a sense of accomplish​ment, and a dedication to community. You can even find the impact sports has on language, particularly in the jargon of American business. American businessmen use sports idioms in their presentations, negotiations, sales pitches (that is one right there!), and informal gatherings. Incidently, English businessman can easily become lost in this American world of sports lan​guage.
